From the fourteenth to the seventeenth century
Europe produced masses of Dances of Death—
performed by living actors, or painted on the
walls of churches or burial-grounds, or printed
in books (like the most famous of all, drawn by
Hans Holbein the Younger). They were all
made by, and made for, strong - stomached
people who knew that you don’t gain a thing by
pretending that Death isn’t there.
